The Board of Directors (the "Board" or "Directors") of Montgomery County Municipal
Utility District No. 8 (the "District" or "MCMUD 8") met in regular session, open to the public,
on Wednesday, September 8, 2010, at 9:00 a.m., at the Walden Yacht Club, 13101 Melville
Drive, Montgomery, Texas 77356, a designated meeting place located inside the boundaries of
the District, and the roll was called of the duly constituted officers and members of the Board, to-
wit:

All members of the Board were present. Also attending were Katherine Turner of
Municipal Accounts & Consulting L.P. ("Bookkeeper"); Erich Peterson, P.E. and Justin Abshire
of Jones & Carter, Inc. ("Engineer"); Danny Wright and Philip Wright of Hays Utility North
Corporation ("Operator™); Judi Sanders and Phil Griffin of Montgomery County Municipal
Utility District No. ¢ ("MCMUD 9"); Scott Sustman, General Manager, of the Walden
Community Improvement Association ("WCIA"); and Ross J. Radcliffe and Elliot M. Barner of
Johnson Radcliffe Petrov & Bobbitt PLLC ("Attorney").

The President, after finding that the notice of the meeting was posted as required by law
and determining that a quorum of the Board was present, called the meeting to order and
declared it open for such business as may come before it.

1. Public Comments. The President first opened the meeting to public comment.

a. Mr. Sustman discussed using the dry pit at the old lift station as a holding tank for
water. It was the consensus of the Board to discuss this matter in more detail with
MCMUD @ at the joint meeting on September 9, 2010.

As no further public comments were offered, the President directed the Board to proceed
with the agenda.

2. Minutes. The President directed the Board to the approval of the minutes of the special
meeting of August 11, 2010, and the regular meeting of August 12, 2010,

a. Upon a motion by Director Fryman, seconded by Director Leasure, after full
discussion and with all Directors present voting aye, the Board approved the
minutes of the special meeting of August 11, 2010, as presented.

b. Upon a motion by Director Fryman, seconded by Director Leasure, after full
discussion and with all Directors present voting aye, the Board approved the
minutes of the regular meeting of August 12, 2010, as presented.
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3. Tax Assessor-Collector's Report. The Tax Assessor-Collector's Report was next
presented by Ms. Turner, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit "A."

a. Ms. Turner reviewed the past monthly collections and credits as reported by J. R.
Moaore, Tax Assessor-Collector for the District, and reported that 98.63% of the
2009 taxes have been collected as of September 2, 2010.

Upon a motion by duly made, seconded and unanimously carried, the Board approved
the Tax Assessor-Collector's Report, as presented.

4, Boolkeeper's Report. The Bookkeeper's Report, a copy of which is attached as Exhibit
"B." was next presented by Ms. Turner.

a. After a review of current fund balances, expenditures and investments,
Ms. Turner reviewed current year-to-date revenues and expenditures against the
budget.

b. The Board reviewed a cash flow analysis report prepared by the Bookkeeper, a

copy of which is attached as Exhibit "C."

c. The Bookkeeper presented the expenditures paid out of the District's Operations
Fund to be reimbursed from future bond proceeds of August 11, 2010, a copy of
which is attached as Exhibit "D."

d. Ms. Turner presented the draft Sewage Treatment Plant budget for fiscal year
ending December 31, 2011, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit "E."

Upon a motion by Director Fryman, seconded by Director Payne, after full discussion
and with all Directors present voting aye, the Board approved the Bookkeeper's Report, as
presented; authorized payment of checks numbered 5323 through 5357 from the General Fund;
authorized payment of checks numbered 1016 and 1017 from the Tax Fund; authorized payment
of checks numbered 1250 through 1257 from the Sewage Treatment Plant Fund at Woodforest
Bank; and adopted a resolution declaring its intent to reimburse the Operating Funds for the
expenses in Exhibit "D." out of a future bond issue.

5. Engineer's Report. The Engineer's Report was next presented by Mr. Peterson, a copy of
which is attached hereto as Exhibit "F."

a. Report on the Status of the Wastewater Treatment Plant ("WWTP™ Lift Station
Replacement.

(1) The Engineer reported that the new lift station is in operation and that the
contractor is awaiting authorization to proceed with demolition of the old
dry pit or keeping it intact for future irrigation use. Upon a motion by
Director Payne, seconded by Director Leasure, after full discussion and
with all Directors present voting aye, the Board authorized the contractor
to keep the old dry pit intact for future irrigation use.

(2) The Engineer presented Pay Estimate No. 5 from Liftwater Construction
("Liftwater") for the WWTP Lift Station Replacement Project in the
amount of $42,030.75, a copy of which is attached to the Engineer's
Report. Upon a motion by Director Fryman, seconded by Director
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Leasure, after full discussion and with all Directors present voting aye, the
Board approved Pay Estimate No. 5 from Liftwater for the WWTP Lift
Station Replacement Project in the amount of $42,030.75.

Discuss the Status of Sanitary Sewer Cleaning & Televising of Section 2. The
Engineering reported that he is coordinating with Source Point Solutions, LLC to
determine a start date for the cleaning and televising of Section 2.

Report on the status of the WWTP Qutfall Extension.

(N The Engineer reported that the Notice to Proceed to B-5 Construction Co.
("B-3") was issued on August 13, 2010, and the contract completion date
is November 4, 2010. The Engineer added that he is currently reviewing
equipment submittals and the contractor has begun clearing the easements.

(2) The Engineer presented Pay Estimate No. 1 from B-5 Construction Co.,
Inc. ("B-5") for the WWTP Outfall Extension Project in the amount of
$49,822.20, a copy of which is attached to the Engineer's Report.

Geographical Information System ("GIS"). The Engineer next reported that GIS

proposals will be presented at the October Board meeting,

A discussion ensued concerning the Engineer devising testing procedures for
implementation by the Operator. Upon a motion by Director Davis, seconded
and unanimously carried, the Board authorized the Engineer to devise testing
procedures for implementation by the Operator.

Upon a motion by Director Fryman, seconded by Director Leasure, after full discussion
and with all Directors present voting aye, the Board accepted the Engineer's Report, as presented;
and approved Pay Estimate No. 1 from B-5 for the WWTP Lift Station Replacement Project in
the amount of $49,822.20.

6. Operator's Report. The Operator's Report was next presented by Mr. Danny Wright, a

copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit "G."

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Mr. Wright reported that the combined water accountability for the District and
MCMUD 9 was 95.64%.

Mr. Wright next reported that the District had three (3) paid taps last month and
that the District has a total of 1,516 connections.

Mr. Wright reviewed the list of service termination notices and noted that 179
notices were mailed and that five (5) accounts were terminated.

Mr. Wright discussed billing formats and indicated that MCMUD 9 has already
decided on option 2. A discussion ensued regarding same and Director Davis
proposed a pie chart on the billing indicating individual use versus use of others in
the District. Upon a metion by Director Leasure, seconded by Director Fryman,
after full discussion and with all Directors present voting aye, the Board approved
billing format option 2.

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Mr. Wright next explained issues related to the Texas Commission on
Environmental Quality ("TCEQ") Agreed Order and responded to questions from
the Board. The Engineer prepared a letter to the TCEQ correcting the TCEQ's
investigative findings, a copy of which is attached hereto as Exhibit "H."
Mr. Wright presented the Agreed Order, a copy of which is attached hereto as
Exhibit "L." for execution by the Board. Upon a metion by Director Davis,
seconded by Director Leasure, after full discussion and with all Directors present
voting aye, the Board approved the Agreed Order, subject to the Engineer's letter
correcting the TCEQ's investigative findings, and authorized execution of same
by the Board President.

Upon a motion by Director Leasure, seconded by Director Payne, after full discussion
and with all Directors present voting aye, the Board approved the Operator's Report, as
presented, and authorized termination of service to the delinquent accounts pursuant to the
District's Rate Order.

City of Huntsville. Mr. Radcliffe next updated the Board concerning the Option
to Purchase Agreement, Water Supply Agreement, and Joint Defense Agreement
with the City of Huntsville and indicated that once the agreements are approved at
the Joint Meeting that the District and the City of Huntsville will proceed with the
bed & banks permitting process with the Texas Commission on Environmental
Quality. Mr. Radcliffe stated that this item will be discussed in more detail with
MCMUD 9 at the special meeting of September 9, 2010.

Mr. Radcliffe directed the Board to take action on the request for a Consent to
Encroachment at 3410 Wooddale related to the encroachment of a four foot to
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four inch length of sidewalk spanning about sixty feet along the south of the
house. Upeon a moetion by Director Davis, seconded by Director Leasure, after
full discussion and with all Directors present voting aye, the Board authorized
entering into a Consent to Encroachment with property owners at 3410 Wooddale
allowing such encroachment, but subject to the District's right to remove such
encroachment, if necessary to perform District functions.

In response to your letter dated April 12, 2010, we are respanding to the compliance investigation into
the service pump capacity for MCMUD No. 8. On Page 4 of 4 of the attachment in your letter, it was
noted that the MCMUD No. 8 service pumps were at 98% of their capacity. Per TCEQ Rules and
Regulations for Public Water Systems subsection §290.45 (b)(1)(D)(iii), the TCEQ’s minimum
requirement for booster pumps is 2 gallons per minute (gpm) per connection or the ability to meet peak
hourly demand with the largest unit out of service, whichever is less. MCMUD No. 8 currently has 1,891
connections. Based on peak hourly demand, the MCMUD No. 8 requirement for booster pump capacity,
per subsection §290.45 (b)(1)(D)(iii), is 2,449 gpm.

{(1,891 connections) x (420 gpd/connection) x (4.44)} / {1,440 min/day} = 2,449 gpm

MCMUD No. 8 currently has 3,750 gpm of booster pump capacity with the largest‘booster pump out of
service, which equates to 2,895 connections of capacity.

{(3,750 gpm) x (1,440 min/day)} / {(4.44) x (420 gpd/connection)} = 2,895 connections
Therefore, the MCMUD No. 8 service pumps are at 65% of their capacity.,

Furthermore, in the Agreed Order, Docket No. 2010-0631-PWS-E, the number of connections used for
MCMUD No. 8, in your analysis (3,755) is inaccurate. Montgomery County MUD Nos. 8 & 9 utilize a
Jjoint water system, as recognized in the TCEQ’s elevated storage tank exception letter dated August 28,
2007. The combined connection count for both MCMUD Nos. 8 & 9 is approximately 3,755, with
MCMUD No. 8 being approximately 1,891 and MCMUD No. 9 being approximately 1,864. Please adjust
your records to reflect the correct connection counts for both MCMUD No. 8 & 9.
